Emergency Contact Information  
  

 

Recently I read an article that indicated you 

could have emergency contact information added to 

your driverôs license record at the Colorado Depart-

ment of Revenue. It would be available if you were 

involved in an accident or other emergency. Appar-

ently this feature was added last year. 

You can add up to two emergency contacts to 

your driverôs license record. The feature is pretty 

well buried in the DORôs website. The direct URL 

is:

See a copy of the main page below. 

I was curious as to who exactly would have ac-

cess to this information in Colorado or other states. I 

checked with the DOR and the response I received 

was: 

ñLaw enforcement does not have direct access to 

emergency contact information. This information 

can only be accessed and disclosed by the Depart-

ment of Revenue Communication Center Staff.  The 

DOR Communication Center is available to support 

law enforcement and public safety 24/7. 

 Emergency contact information will only be 

released to authorized law enforcement and public 

safety personnel in the event of injury or death as the 

result of an accident, criminal act, or other emer-

gency situation.   

 Requestor will be required to provided their 

badge number, name, agency ORI (teletype originat-

ing agency identifier), and the reason for the request.  

 An out of state law enforcement agency would 

be provided emergency contact information if the 

request was made via the law enforcement teletype 

and the request was in the event of injury or death as 

the result of an accident, criminal act, or other emer-

gency situation.ò

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Cabin Fever Getting You Down?  Start Planning Your Next Postcard!  
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Dear Members, 

Some recent events regarding the governing of the WBCCI have spurred me to author a motion to amend the WBCCI Con-

stitution. As you may know an amendment can start with the DENCO Unit and then once approved by the majority of the other 

Units in our Region 11, can then go to all the other Regions for their Units to vote on. The amendment is ratified when the ma-

jority of Units in the country approve it. We will vote on this motion at our Maintenance Rally in May.  

Here is the motion that I ask you to consider: 

I MOVE to STRIKE from the WBCCI Constitution, Sec. 4 of ARTICLE IX, BOARD OF TRUSTEES and in its place IN-

SERT, under ARTICLE XII, DELEGATES MEETINGS, the words, ñThe Delegates shall have full authority to construe and 

interpret the Clubôs Constitution and annually review and/or repeal any Club Bylaw and/or Policy.ò 

RATIONALE:  

Currently, ARTICLE XV, BYLAWS AND POLICY, Sec. 1 provides that, ñBylaws and Policies not inconsistent with this 

Constitution embodying additional provisions for the government of the Wally Byam Caravan Club International, Inc., may be 

adopted by the Board of Trustees.ò 

In addition, the Constitution, under Sec. 4 of ARTICLE IX, BOARD OF TRUSTEES, provides that, ñThe Board of Trustees 

shall have full authority to construe and interpret the Club's Constitution and Bylaws and Policy and may delegate this authority 

to its Constitution and Bylaws Committee.ò 

These two sections of the Constitution create an imbalance of authority in the Club. It is improper for a society governed by 

parliamentary procedure and democratic principles to allow one governing body to create bylaws and then determine if those 

bylaws are consistent with its given constitutional authority. In effect, this allows the Board of Trustees to review and audit its 

own efficiency, effectiveness, accuracy, and appropriateness of action. 

An audit process by definition is an assessment typically carried out by an independent review. Since it is in the Boardôs 

own interest to approve its own actions, an impartial review is unlikely and improbable. Therefore, the Delegates, who directly 

carry with them the interests and instructions of the membership, are best suited to review and/or repeal actions taken by the 

Board of Trustees. 

It should be noted that this motion continues to allow the Board of Trustees the right to create bylaw and policy. It simply 

changes how those bylaws and policies are reviewed and audited.
